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Vent Restrictor Position
Vent restriction is required for certain venting installations, see the 
diagrams in "Venting Arrangement" section to determine if they are 
required for your installation. 

The vent restrictor has two settings: "A" Fully Open (factory setting), "B" 
Restricted. Simply loosen the screws and push the vent restrictor plate 
to the correct position. Tighten the screws.

Snorkel Terminations
Snorkel Terminations:
For installations requiring a vertical rise on the exterior of the building, 
14-inch and 36-inch tall Snorkel Terminations and the Riser Vent are 
available. Follow the same installation procedures as used for standard 
Horizontal Termination. NEVER install the snorkel upside down.

Below Grade Snorkel Installation
If the Snorkel Termination must be installed below grade, i.e. basement 
application, proper drainage must be provided to prevent water from 
entering the Snorkel Termination. Refer to Rigid Pipe Installation 
instructions for details. Do not attempt to enclose the Snorkel within the 
wall, or any other type of enclosure.

The H15 is approved for a maximum 30 ft. straight vertical, with Rigid 
Pipe vent systems for Propane and Natural Gas. 

The lightly shaded area, 
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confi gurations using one 90° elbow and venting out the rear.
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, in the diagram shows allowable venting 
confi gurations using up to two 45° elbows and venting out the top.

Terminations falling in either of the shaded areas must have the Vent 
Restrictor Position set to “B” (restricted). (refer to Page 47)

Vertical Terminations using Rigid

The shaded area in the diagram below shows the allowable 
combinations of vertical terminations using the co-linear fl ex 
system.  All vertical installations require Vent Restrictor to be set to “B” 
(fully closed), see page 47.

Masonry chimneys may take various contours which the fl exible liner 
will accommodate. However, keep the fl exible liner as straight as 
possible, avoid unnecessary bending.

The Air Intake pipe must  be attached to the inlet air collar of the 
termination cap.

This appliance is designed to be attached to two 3" (76mm) co-linear 
aluminium fl ex running the full length of the chimney. Refer to the chart 
on the right, in section Vertical Terminations with Co-linear Flex System, 
for minimum and maximum vent heights.
